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ARABIC    OR   URDU IN ADDITION TO TAMIL & ENGLISH 
BEST POLICY FOR OUR CHILDREN UPTO STANDARD 10 

By God’s Grace we have been successful, for four 
years, in our fight for retaining Arabic and Urdu under 
part-I of the SSLC exam for all schools including those 
under Govt. and local bodies. No doubt we had to 
work hard and consistently from 2010 onwards. Still it 
is worth it. This consistence and hopeful efforts have 
to continue without break till the Government agrees 
to routinely allow minority children to learn Tamil 
for paper-I and their chosen language (any one of the 
languages already current in Tamillnadu schools) for 
paper-II of part-I and to write SSLC exam whose marks 
along with the marks of Tamil paper  will count for 
a pass. The Govt. has no valid reason or any political 
compulsion to reject this most reasonable request 
of linguistic minorities. Accepting this is the easiest 
solution for the Government.  There has only been 
a demand for compulsory teaching of Tamil. It was 
done and everybody including minorities is happy 
with that. No party and no movement ever asked the 
Government to reducing the importance of minority 
language in schools.

All the four neighboring States have also made 
their regional language compulsory but none of them 
has reduced the importance of minority language as 
done by Tamilnadu Government. All the linguistic 
minorities including Tamils living in those States are 
able to study Tamil / Kannada / Malayalam / Urdu 
etc., in schools with examination at SSLC and other 
levels. They are able to study their languages at higher 
levels up to P.hd. this is a fair treatment to the minority 
languages in the true spirit of the constitution.

In the same way there has been a demand from 
linguistic minorities of the Tamilnadu to teach their 
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own languages in addition to Tamil with equal importance as was the case earlier in 
our own State. Teaching any languages in addition to Tamil is beneficial to students 
in many ways. In case, students have to migrate to a neighboring State they face no 
problem. If those living in border areas know the language of the neighboring State, 
they can easily  take up jobs or do businesses in those States. Social relationship 
also becomes much easier, which leads to many other benefits. After the Tamilnadu 
Tamil Learning Act the students have lost that advantage. They have to be working 
only within Tamilnadu. On the other hand those who are from other States are 
found to be working almost everywhere in our State. Only our youth are the losers. 
Is this good for us ?

Some may say that learning three languages is too much of a burden. Certainly it 
is not so. Our students are not inferior to those in Andhra, Karnataka or Kerala who 
are all learning three languages and even  more. Current generation of students  is 
more intelligent than their own parents. Under these circumstances it is an insult to 
our children to say that learning three languages is too much of  a burden on them.

We have to remember that resistance to Hindi in 1965 was not because it was 
Hindi. It was because the then Govt. imposed Hindi compulsorily  on unwilling 
students. The entire struggle was only  against this compulsory element of the 
policy. This is clear from the fact that a large no.of Tamil students have been learning 
Hindi by attending classes being run by Hindi Prachar Sabha from those days till 
now. In fact in the year 2018-19 no.of students attending these classes in Tamiladu 
has been highest among all southern States.  

Let us make a distinction between the need for teaching Tamil compulsorily 
and removing effective provision for teaching minority languages. All minorities 
in Tamilnadu do want to learn Tamil and also pass SSLC exam of Tamil and 
want the same provision for their own language, just like the position in other 
four neighboring States. How on earth can anyone object to this most reasonable 
aspiration ? What will be our attitude if Andhra, Telangana, Karnataka and Kerala 
and other States remove regular teaching of Tamil (with exam) in those States ?

In view of these factors, it is highly desirable that in addition to Tamil & English 
the students must be  enabled to learn one additional language  of their choice as 
was the case prior to 1968. It is important to emphasize that the Tamilnadu Tamil 
Learning Act need not be amended for this purpose. Because this Act already has a 
provision to give exemption under section V.  It says that any students or any group 
of students can be exempted from any part of the Act. It is under this provision 
that we have been requesting the Government from Day One for exemption from 
just one paper of part-I of the Act so that minority students can be studying Tamil 
for one paper and their own language  for another paper. We have to take up this 
matter with the Government again.

552 marks out of 600, scoring 
centums in Physics and Maths 
and 99 in Chemistry. “My 
teachers helped me and even 
offered financial support. 
Chennai Corporation [school] 
teachers conducted coaching 
for the National Eligibility-

cumEntrance Test also. I am 
confident of clearing the test 
also,” he said. Four students 
of Corporation schools 
secured centums in various 
subjects. Seven secured more 
than 550 out of 600. A total 
of 58 students secured more 
than 500 and 168 students 
secured over 450 marks.

Deputy Commissioner 
(Education) Kumaravel 
Pandian said students 
belonging to socially and 
educationally weaker sections 
had received coaching for 
getting admission to higher 
education institutions.

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Change in pattern, lack of blueprint put  
students on the spot

Overall performance in Plus 
Two exams satisfactory, but 
changes in evaluation method 
seemed sudden, say students 
and teachers

A change in the question 
paper pattern, coupled with no 
blueprint having been made 
available in advance, were the 
main factors that influenced 
performance in the Plus Two 
board exams, according to 
students and teachers alike.

“The lack of a blueprint for 
the new question paper pattern 
for 100 marks had many of 
us in a fix,” said S. Anusha, a 
student.

Many students said their 
scores in mathematics were 
below their expectations. “Most 
of the students who expected 
full marks in maths didn’t get it. 
The question paper was creative 
and wasn’t just restricted to 
our textbooks,” said Aldeesh 
P’rayan, a student. This year, 
students were evaluated out 
of a total of 100 marks for each 
subject instead of 200, as had 
been the practice earlier.

The revision of the State 
Board syllabus and changes 
in the evaluation method are 
among the steps being taken 
by the School Education 
Department to challenge 
students and ensure that they 
are better equipped to take 
competitive exams at the 

national level.

School authorities said 
though the overall performance 
was good, the changes 
introduced were sudden.

“The need to get students 
prepared for competitive 
exams has also influenced how 
question papers are framed. 
Previously, teaching as well as 
preparations were tailor-made 
around the blueprint and what 
they can omit, which they can 
no longer do,”explained C. 
Satish, Director, Paavai Group 
of Schools.

He added that while the 
objective of the government 
to do away with the blueprint 
and challenge the students was 
welcome, the transition had 
been too sudden. “Students will 
need at least three years or so 
to fully get accustomed to the 
changes,” he added.

Gradual transition

Girija Devi, principal, Anna 
Gem Science Park Matriculation 
school, expressed happiness 
with the overall performance of 
the students. “While I welcome 
the changes as an academician, 
a few students did find it hard 
to cope as there was a lot of 
uncertainty among the teachers 
as well. A gradual change in the 
testing and evaluation patterns 
from Class VI, if introduced, 
would help the students,” she 
added.

More changes are in store for 
Plus Two students who will be 
writing the board examinations 
in March 2020 as they will be 
taking the test based on the 
new syllabus, which will be 
implemented from the coming 
academic year.

“There has been no talk of 
training the teachers in this and 
making the books available to us 
in advance. More efforts need to 
be made to ensure that students 
and teachers are accustomed to 
the changes and [these changes] 
are not suddenly thrust upon 
us,” said K.R. Nandhakumar, 
State general secretary of the 
Tamil Nadu Nursery Primary 
Matric Higher Secondary 
Schools Association.

A decision that has been 
unanimously welcomed by 
both school administrations 
and students is the scrapping 
of the ranking system. In a 
circular to all educational 
officers, the School Education 
Department reiterated that 
no announcements should be 
made about the ranks scored by 
students and toppers.

Schools were warned not to 
publicise the details of toppers to 
ensure that healthy competition 
is encouraged and students are 
stress-free.

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Jamia MIllia Islamia Professor Elected as Fellow of  
National Academy of Sciences

Dr. Md. Zahid Ashraf, Professor 
in the Department of Biotech-
nology at Faculty of Natural 
Sciences, Jamia Millia Islamia 
(JMI), has been elected as Fel-
low of the National Academy 
of Sciences, India (FNASc) for 
his seminal research on throm-
bosis problem (blood clotting), 
inflicting soldiers positioned at 
high altitude.

The Academy awards every 
year, the prestigious Fellow-
ships to recognize the outstand-
ing scientific contributions of 
the scientists and academicians. 
More than 50 scientists working 
in different areas of Science & 
Technology were selected from 
across the country in 2018.

Dr. Ashraf is pioneer in the 
field of high altitude thrombo-
sis and has done novel work in 

resolving the mystery of blood 
clotting on exposure to hypox-
ia at high altitudes in soldiers 
posted at places like Siachen 
Glacier. His research has unrav-
eled many problems associated 
with high altitude thrombo-
sis and mechanism associated 
with its pathology. He has ex-
plored the role of platelet pro-
teome in development of blood 
clot and discovered the role of 
novel regulator “Calpain” in 
pathogenesis of thrombosis at 
Himalayan mountain range.

This is for the first time ever his 
research established the cause 
of venous thrombosis (forma-
tion of blood clots in legs, brain, 
lungs etc.) among soldiers post-
ed at high altitudes of Siachen. 
This work has significantly 
contributed in developing the 
strategy for an early diagnosis 

and treatment of thrombosis in 
Indian Army Jawans posted at 
extremely hostile environmen-
tal conditions at high altitudes.

Dr. Ashraf has received the 
2014 PA Kurup Oration from 
Indian Society for Atheroscle-
rosis Research; Rear Admiral 
M. S. Malhotra Awards, 2014 
from DRDO for best paper; and 
Innovations Award, 2008 from 
Cleveland Clinic Foundation, 
USA. Dr. Ashraf is the mem-
ber of the prestigious National 
Academy of Medical Sciences, 
India and Invited member of 
Pulmonary Vascular Research 
Institute, UK. Dr. Zahid had 
four patents for his discover-
ies; one from USA and three as 
principal Investigator from In-
dia.

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Enhancing Memory Power

Success is universally 
desirable. Education is a tool for 
learning. The human mind is the 
most sophisticated faculty. If 
we were to integrate these facts, 
the implication would be that 
modern-day education should 
ensure ‘success to all minds’ 
who have access to education. 
But the reality is quite different. 
It has been observed that 
memory power is on a decline 
among children.

The need of the hour is 
to empower children with 
various tools and techniques 
that enhance their inner power, 
memory and concentration. 
This can help them in studies 
and facing exams, and will also 
elevate their personality

The right environment is 
essential for children so that they 
can study well. Parents need to 
keep track of the ‘inner world’ of 
the child.If the child is mentally 
or emotionally disturbed then 
he cannot focus on studies.If 
needed,professional help from 
counsellors should be taken.
It is important to strengthen 
memory power. Physical 
conditioning of the brain with 
emotional nurturing of the mind 
can help students to study and 
perform better.

Here, we shall focus on 
enhancing memory power of 
students.

Preparatory phase :

1. Study environment 
should be peaceful with ample 
light and air.

2. There should be no 
distractions or disturbances 
- including technology or 
television.

3. Ensure right posture,sitting 
with the spine erect.

4. Early morning studies 
have a deeper and long-lasting 
effect

Deep breathing : Before 
studying, take a few minutes 
for breathing with awareness. 
Simply sit and focus on 
breathing. Observe inhalation 
and exhalation. Let the rhythm 
be uniform. Do 27 cycles of this 
practice.

Alphabet counting : One 
of the simplest exercises to 
sharpen the brain is alphabet 
counting. Open any page of 
the textbook and start counting 
every alphabet, including full 
stops and comas. Over a period 
of time the speed and grasping 
power of brain will increase.

Replicate writing : This 
simple exercise improves 
the retaining and recalling 
capacity. Open any random 
page of the textbook. Read a 
paragraph thoroughly. Close 
the book and try to write 
down words, sentences and 
punctuations. Then compare 
it with the original. Practising 

this on a regular basis enhances 
memory.

Listening with awareness  :  
Take a break between studies. 
Listen to everything with 
awareness.Close your eyes 
and sit. Listen to all the sounds 
around you. Right from the 
deafening, screeching noises of 
vehicles to the subtle sounds 
of music. Try to decipher 
the sounds based on its 
intensity,source and proximity.

Recall events : Before going 
to bed, sit with closed eyes. 
Try to recall the events which 
occurred throughout the day.
Along with the visuals, try to 
recall the emotions associated 
with them. Look at them as an 
observer.As though you are 
watching a movie.Allow them to 
pass-by.This process gradually 
helps in retaining and recalling 
what you read and study.

State of non-doing : Process 
of meditation has different 
dimensions to different people. 
For students, a simple process 
of ‘state-of-non-doing’ is also 
equally powerful. For this, sit 
in a comfortable position with 
closed eyes. Just relax and 
let go. Let go of all thoughts, 
feelings and emotions. Breathe 
effortlessly. A few minutes of 
this can rejuvenate the mind. 
It’s as simple as clicking the 
‘Refresh’ icon on the computer.

The main reason for 
introducing this programme is 
to ensure holistic development 
of children, since sports, physical 
games and outdoor activity 
help make them sharper and 
more creative, it also develops 
team spirit and creates both 
mental and physical toughness 
among students.

“The children these days 
lack physical activity because 
schools prioritize studies and 
pressurize them to score the 
highest marks. They completely 
forget that the duty of a school is 
not restricted to make children 
score marks but also provide the 
skills to develop their overall 
personality,” said P K Ilamaran, 
state president of Tamil Nadu 
Teachers’ Association.

“My son, 14, was about 45kg 
before, and is now close to 60kg. 
At school he is not involved in 
games, and when he comes 
back he remains glued to his 

desk. We hope that schools take 
this announcement seriously,” 
Rupa Kumari, mother a Class

Ganga Natarajan, principal 
of San Academy school, in 
Kamakoti Nagar, welcomed 
the announcement and said it 
is imperative for educators to 
improve the physical fitness of 
children.

“This will, in turn, help 
children become well-balanced 
individuals as they grow,” she 
said.

However, Ilamaran 
insisted such move must be 
implemented in the state board 
scools also. “Children, who are 
exposed to at least an hour of 
physical and outdoor activity, 
have better concentration while 
studying. Their mental health 
is balanced . We need a similar 
mechanism in our government 
run-schools too,” he said.

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Across the country, students 
would have completed their 
class X board exams. Like most 
of their peers, the discussion on 
what do after class X, would 
be in progress, and like every 
batch, the current set of students 
will be facing a similar dilemma. 
Traditionally, students select 
between science, commerce and 
arts. However, while keeping 
a larger picture in perspective, 
students should also consider 
selecting an education board 
that will assist them in their 
higher education.

Transitioning to different 
boards can be a challenge for 
a few, who have grown up 
learning through a certain 
board. So, what factors must 
be considered to switch boards 
after class X to ensure better 
prospects for a higher education 
in India or abroad? Here are 
some points to ponder over, 
while zeroing-in on the best fit:

State Board : Highly 
saturated and easily available 
across the country, the 
stateboard uses a syllabus 
prescribed by the education 
department. This board prefers 
the traditional methods of rote 
memorisation, and assesses 
students on the basis of marks 
and percentages. In comparison 
to other boards, state board 
does not enjoy widespread 
international recognition, and 
the training offered for global 
competitive exams is slightly 
underwhelming.

CBSE : Just as state board, 
CBSE is also highly saturated 

sslc  or cbse  or cie  or  igcse

across the country, and prefers 
traditional methods of learning. 
This board uses a syllabus 
laid down by NCERT, and 
enjoys a national, as well as, 
international recognition. 
Students are assessed on the 
basis of percentage, and are 
provided some basic training 
for global competitive exams.

ICSE : ICSE follows the 
syllabus laid down by the Inter 
State Board for Anglo Indian 
Education. This board is not 
as highly saturated as the first 
two. In other words, it will 
take some research to look for 
affiliated institutes in tier-II 
cities and towns. The board is 
recognised nationally as well 
as internationally, and uses 
application-based teaching 
methodology. The board 
provides a good level of training 
for global competitive exams, 
and students are assessed on the 
basis of marks and percentage.

CIE/IGCSE : This board 
follows the curriculum 
prescribed by Cambridge 
International Examinations, and 
institutes affiliated to this board 
are mostly located in the metro 
cities. Students collect credit 
points for subjects they opt for, 
and only after completing the 
required number of credits can 
they proceed to the next level. 
This board is well-recognised 
across the globe, and fully 
prepares its students for global 
competitive exams.

International Baccalaureate 
(IBDP) : IBDP is an international 
board that follows the IB 

pedagogy, and prefers to 
use enquiry-based learning 
methodologies. Mostly 
available in the metro cities of 
India, this board places equal 
importance on academics as 
well as extracurricular activities, 
to ensure holistic development. 
This board also requires 
students to collect credits for 
subjects they have chosen. 
A highly recognised board 
internationally, IBDP students 
are well-trained to undertake 
global competitive exams.

Making the right choice

So, how do you select a 
board that would work best? 
The answer lies in having a 
basic understanding of the 
students higher educational 
goals and from where they wish 
to achieve it.

For example : If you are 
certain of a higher education 
abroad, it would then be worth 
considering a board that is 
internationally recognised, 
and prepares you for global 
competitive exams. Such boards 
give an obvious advantage 
over the others. However, if 
the goal is to learn from the 
best institutes across India, you 
need not consider a change in 
your board, unless you wish to 
explore a different educational 
experience.

Both the above examples 
are, however limited, and there 
are other factors to consider 
before coming to a conclusion. 
Some of these factors are :

Experience with your 

for school notice boards
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current educational board : Are 
you satisfied with the quality of 
education you have received so 
far, or would you like to explore 
new methods and techniques 
that provide a holistic learning 
experience?

Geography : While it may 
seem as an obvious factor, one 
must understand that not all 
educational boards are as easily 
available and affiliated across 
the country. Boards such as the 
state and CBSE have a higher 
saturation, in comparison to 
international boards such as 
IGCSE and IB, which are mostly 
available in metros. In such a 
case, is the family willing to 

consider a relocation?

Assessment methods : 
Assessing a student’s skill and 
capability only on the basis of 
marks, is not a holistic approach. 
Students should be assessed for 
their critical thinking, soft skills, 
participation in extracurricular 
activities and overall growth 
they display in an academic 
year. Hence, select a board 
that gives equal weightage to 
academics and extracurricular 
activities.

Preparing for the future: An 
extremely important factor to 
consider is the board’s ability to 
prepare you for future education 

choices. Providing students 
with tools and techniques 
that help compete on a global 
platform, is a necessity today, 
to ensure students are future-
ready.

It will be useful to students 
and parents to understand if the 
board they are considering is 
offering the above to take them 
to the next level of education. 
There are no black and white 
answers. Ultimately, each 
student is a unique individual, 
and good institutes and boards 
are very important to ensure 
they realise their full potential.

HC bars tuitions by govt. teachers
Education Dept. told to provide toll-free number for students to lodge complaints

The Madras High Court has 
directed the School Education 
Department to provide a toll-
free telephone number to enable 
students, parents and others 
to lodge complaints regarding 
indiscipline, illegal activities, 
irregularities and sexual 
harassment by teachers in 
general, apart from conduct of 
private tuitions/tutorial classes 
by government teachers.

Justice S.M. Subramaniam 
ordered that the toll-free 
phone number should be 
created within eight weeks and 
publicised well by displaying 
them in the notice boards of 
all schools across the State. He 
also ordered that complaints 
received through the toll-free 
number should be acted upon 

by officials concerned within 24 
hours.

The order was passed after 
holding that government school 
teachers were not entitled to take 
tuitions or tutorial classes even 
after class hours and during  
holidays since it amounts to 
indulging in a ‘private trade 
or business’, which had been 
termed as a misconduct under 
the service rules applicable to 
government servants.

The judge said : “It is 
most unfortunate to state that 
teachers are soliciting students 
to join tuition classes either at 
their homes or in other places 
organised by such teachers. 

The students, after school 
hours, are sometimes forced 

to attend the tuition classes. 
Taking of tuition after school 
hours is also a misconduct.

“A public servant must 
show devotion to his duty. The 
profession of teaching is a noble 
one and teachers are bound 
to maintain honesty, integrity 
and clean life both inside as 
well as outside the school. 
Contrarily, these teachers are 
engaged in trade and business 
by conducting tuitions/tutorial 
classes.”

Stating that a decent salary 
was being paid to government 
school teachers from the tax 
payers’ money, the judge said 
they owe a high moral duty 
towards society.

“Taking this into 
consideration, we want 
to ensure that students 
study in schools which are 
recognised and comply with 
all the norms of the Right to 
Education (RTE) Act, 2009. 
We are thus reiterating 
that all schools, including 
government-aided schools, 
private matriculation schools, 
CBSE and ICSE schools as 
well as schools following the 
International Baccalaureate 
(IB) and the International 
General Certificate of 
Secondary Education have to 
get State recognition,” said 
V.C. Rameswaramurugan, 
director, School Education 
Department.

Detailed list

The onus has been placed 
on the CEOs who have been 
asked to instruct district 
and block-level educational 
officers to carry out checks at 
schools in their jurisdictions 
and prepare a detailed list of 
schools with their recognition 
status by April 23.

In a circular, the director has 
said that they would have 
to visit schools in person. 
“If schools are found to 
be functioning without 
recognition as well as 
violating norms of the RTE 
Act, and this adversely affects 
the students studying there 
in any way, officials of that 
district will be responsible 
for it,” the circular said.

No special classes during summer, says government
Action will be taken in case of any violation

In view of the scorching summer, the Director of Matriculation Schools has announced that 
private schools across the State should not conduct any special or coaching classes for students 
during the annual holidays.

Director of Matriculation Schools (DMS) S. Kannappan said the department had received 
several complaints about schools scheduling coaching classes for students during the summer 
vacation.

“The students should be compulsorily given holidays and not exposed to the harsh weather 
conditions. Their health might get affected as a result of this and schools should not have any 
summer academic classes,” he said in a circular.

The DMS had similarly banned the conduct of classes during summer holidays last year as 
well.

Stating that officials at the district level should ensure that schools are informed of this, the 
DMS has said that strict action will be taken against schools violating this if parents submit 
complaints that classes are being held during the holidays.

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Astronomers announced on 
Wednesday that at last they 
had seen the unseeable: a black 
hole, a cosmic abyss so deep 
and dense that not even light 
can escape it.

“We’ve exposed a part of our 
universe we’ve never seen 
before,” said Shep Doeleman, 
an astronomer at the Harvard-
Smithsonian Center for 
Astrophysics, and director of 
the effort to capture the image, 
during a Wednesday news 
conference in Washington.

The image, of a lopsided ring of 
light surrounding a dark circle 
deep in the heart of the galaxy 
known as Messier

87, some 55 million light-years 
away from here, resembled 
the Eye of Sauron, a reminder 
yet again of the power and 
malevolence of nature.

It is a smoke ring framing a one-
way portal to eternity.

More powerful than sun

To capture the image, 
astronomers reached across 
intergalactic space to a giant 
galaxy known as Messier 87, in 
the constellation Virgo. There, 
a black hole about seven billion 
times more massive than the 
sun is unleashing a violent jet 
of energy some 5,000 light years 
into space.

The image offered a final, 
ringing affirmation of an 
idea so disturbing that even 
Einstein, from whose equations

black holes emerged, was loath 
to accept it. If too much matter 
is crammed into one place, the 
cumulative force of gravity 
becomes overwhelming, and the 
place becomes an eternal trap, a 
black hole. Here, according to 
Einstein’s theory, matter, space 
and time come to an end and 
vanish like a dream.

On Wednesday morning, that 
dark vision became a visceral 
reality. When the image was put 
up on the screen in Washington, 
cheers and gasps, followed by 
applause, broke out.

The image emerged from two 
years of computer analysis of 
observations from a network 
of radio antennas called the 
Event Horizon Telescope. In all, 
eight radio observatories on six 
mountains and four continents 
observed the galaxy in Virgo 
on and off for 10 days in April 
2017.

The telescope array also 
monitored a dim source of 
radio noise called Sagittarius 
A* (pronounced Sagittarius 
A-star), at the heart of our Milky 
Way galaxy.

There, 26,000 light-years from 
Earth, and buried in the depths 
of interstellar dust and gas, 
another black hole, with a mass 
of 4.1 million suns, almost 
certainly lurks.

Point of no return

The network is named after 
the edge of a black hole, the 
point of no return; beyond the 

event horizon, not even light 
can escape the black hole’s 
gravitational pull.

For some years now, the 
scientific literature, news media 
and films such as Interstellar 
and the newly released High 
Life have featured remarkably 
sophisticated and highly 
academic computer simulations 
of black holes. But the real thing 
looked different. For starters, 
the black holes in movies 
typically are not surrounded by 
fiery accretion disks of swirling, 
doomed matter, as are the black 
holes in Virgo and Sagittarius.

Perhaps even more important, 
the images provide 
astrophysicists with the first 
look at the innards of a black 
hole. The energy within is 
thought to be powerful enough 
to power quasars and other 
violent phenomena from the 
nuclei of galaxies, including 
the jets of intense radiation that 
spew 5,000 light years from the 
galaxy M87.

As hot, dense gas swirls around 
the black hole, like water headed 
down a drain, the intense 
pressures and magnetic fields 
cause energy to squirt from 
either side. As a paradoxical 
result, supermassive black 
holes, which lurk in the centres 
of galaxies, can be the most 
luminous objects in the universe.

The term black hole was coined in the mid-1960s by American physicist John Archibald 
Wheeler, and refers to a point in space where matter is so ompressed as to create a gravity 
field from which even light cannot escape.The more the mass, the bigger the hole. They 
were theorised by physicist Albert Einsteen in 1915 to explain the Laws of gravity and their 
relation to other natural forces.
The first image is of a black hole in a galaxy called Messler 87, in the constellation Virgo, that 
is about 53 million light years from Earth. One light year is 5.9 trillion miles, or 9.5 trillion 
km. This black hole is about 6 billion times the mass of our sun.
Astronomers created the picture by assembling data gathered by sight radio telescopic 
around the world. The data was gathered by the Event Horizon Telescope two years ago, but 
it took so long to complete the image because it was a massive undertaking, involving about 
200 scientists, supercomputers and hundreds of terabyte: of data delivered world wide by 
plane.
The team looked at two supermassive black holes, the M87 and the one at the centre of our 
own milkyway galaxy. The one in our galaxy is closer but much smaller. So they both look 
the same size in the sky. But the more distant one was easier to take pictures of because it 
rotates more slowly.

(Hons) in Botany 
or Zoology, Home Science or 
specialised courses such as 
B.Sc. in Genetics, Microbiology, 
Biochemistry, Environmenal 
Science, Biotechnology, and 
Biomedical Studies, BPharma 
or Agriculture.

Cipla chairman Yusuf 
Hamied has been elected an 
Honorary Fellow of the Royal 
Society, U.K. for his service to 
the cause of science. Dr. Hamied 
graduated with honours from 
Cambridge University in 1957 
and continued a Ph.D in 1960 
under the tutelage of Nobel 
Laureate Alexander Todd. The 
Society is a Fellowship of the 
world’s most eminent scientists 
and is the oldest scientific 
academy in continuous 
existence. The Fellows are 
elected for life through a peer 
review process.

“Over the past six 

decades, Dr. Hamied has been 
instrumental in the growth and 
development, implementation 
and adoption of science in 
indigenous pharma industry 
in India. He has commercially 
synthesised many essential 
drugs by developing patent non-
infringing processes in diverse 
areas, steroids, antibiotics, HIV/
AIDS, respiratory and oncology 
drugs,” said the Society in the 
biography issued on him. “In the 
late ’90s, a major achievement 
was the novel syntheses of 
3 anti-retroviral drugs and 
combining them into a single 
dose therapy, making treatment 

efficacious and affordable. This 
resulted in saving millions of 
lives in Africa,” the biography 
read.

In a statement, Dr. Hamied 
said: “I cannot find words to 
describe my elation at being 
elected as an honorary fellow 
of the Royal Society. It is truly 
unbelievable and I owe this 
privilege to my family, my 
colleagues at Cipla, past and 
present, and the recognition 
that scientific knowledge has to 
be implemented and adapted 
for the benefit of society.”

Ahead of counselling sessions, students must do their groundwork

With engineering 
counselling sessions to soon 
begin for the upcoming 
academic year, experts 
advise that students should 
do a thorough homework 
before participating in the 
process.

Former vice-chancellor 
of Anna University, E. 
Balagurusamy, says that the 
career of students depends 
on the engineering college 
they choose. The choice 
must be made carefully 
andmindfully.

He said, firstly, 
students should cheek 
the infrastructure of 
every college they might 
be considering. “By 
infrastructure, I don’t mean 
the college building alone. 
A student should check the 
quality of faculty members, 
laboratories of the college, 
pass percentage of the 
college and hostel facility 
also,” he said.

B a l a g u r u s a m y 
emphasises that checking 
the placement records is 
vital as students enrol in 
engineering colleges to 
get well-paid jobs. “There 
are so many instances 

of engineering colleges 
deceiving students on the 
pretext  of ensuring them 
good jobs after completion 
of the course. Hence, I 
urge students to check 
the placement records 
of the colleges before 
takingadmission,” he 
added.

He recommended that 
before participating in the 
counselling war shop, each 
student should shortlist 
atleast five engincering 
colleges in which he/she 
can get admissions based 
on their marks. “Students 
should be reasonably 
optimistic. They should 
have clarity about getting 
admission in colleges 
with the marks they have 
secured. This can help 
them easily pick one of 
their preferred choices 
during counselling,“ said 
the academician.

According to 
Balagurusamy, students 
should visit their shortlisted 
colleges personally and 
talk to some of the present 
or previous students.” 
Students should not 
blindly trust the colourful 
brochures printed by 

colleges. Majority of the 
brochures are full of lies. 
Hence, students should 
visit colleges of their choice 
and interact with the 
seniors and inquire about 
the teaching standards 
and placement  records. If 
possible they should study 
the pass percentage of their 
shortlisted colleges in at 
least last five years,” said a 
senior professor.

He said that students 
should also check if 
colleges and the courses 
are approved by All India 
Council for Technical 
Education (AICTE). “Some 
colleges run without 
AICTE approval. Students 
must check and inquire 
about it before taking 
admission,”he said.

The professor also 
pointed out that students 
should check the fee 
structure thoroughly 
before taking admission 
into the college, and that 
many college management 
often charge excess money 
about which they never 
mention on their website 
or brochure.

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No disability will deter them from the path to success

Hearing, speech and 
visually impaired children 
overcome many a challenge 
and clear Class XII exams

Having to drop out of 
school while in Class VIII 
and completely losing his 
vision a year ago did not 
deter N. Rajesh, a student 
of Nethrodaya Higher 
Secondary School for the 
Blind, who scored 501 
marks in the Plus Two 
board exams.

“I had to drop out of 
school in Class VIII and 
worked as a mechanic for 
four years. I always had 
low vision, but my vision 
deteriorated further and 
got to a point where I 
couldn’t carry on working. 
I could hardly see nuts or 
bolts in the workshop,” 
Rajesh recalled. “But I 
decided to give my studies 
another shot and enrolled 
in the school. I scored 434 
marks in Class X and 512 
marks in the Class XI board 
exams,” he added.

C. Govindakrishnan, 
founder of Nethrodaya, 
said the last two years had 
been an arduous struggle 
for the student. Rajesh said 
books and guides in braille 
as well as recordings 
of classes helped him 

immensely. “I received a lot 
of help from teachers and 
volunteers at the school as 
well,” he added.

His parents, who live 
in Madhurantakam, are 
daily-wage labourers. They 
said they were extremely 
happy with his results. “I 
haven’t decided what to do 
next, but I hope to pursue 
criminal law. I find it very 
interesting,” Rajesh said.

Excitement was writ 
large on the faces of 
students from the Little 
Flower Convent Higher 
Secondary School for the 
Deaf. G. Thilakavathy, 
who scored 428 marks out 
of 500, clicked photos with 
her classmates V. Bhargavi 
and Arogya Priya, even 
as she celebrated being 
the topper of the school. 
“Accounts is her favourite 
subject and I hope she 
becomes a bank manager or 
an auditor some day,” said 
her mother G. Karpagam.

In Tamil Nadu, a 
total of 520 hearing- and 
speech-impaired students 
and 391 visually-impaired 
students cleared the Plus-
Two exams. In total, 2,697 
candidates with disabilities 
appeared for the Plus-Two 
exams this year.

At the Little Flower 
Convent Higher Secondary 
School for the Blind, a 
huge group of students 
cheered as the principal, 
Sr. S. Perphin, read out 
S. Nathiya’s scores. She 
obtained 540 marks out of 
600, and was accompanied 
by her parents, who are 
daily-wage labourers 
from Arakkonam. “I’ve 
always been fascinated 
by economics and I want 
to learn more about the 
country,” said the school 
topper. Nancy Mary, 
another student, who 
scored 505 marks, said 
she wanted to learn more 
about computers.

The government 
schools for the blind in 
Poonamallee, Tiruchi and 
Thanjavur recorded a pass 
percentage of 100, and the 
government schools for 
the deaf in Thanjavur and 
Dharmapuri too saw all 
their students clearing the 
exams.
