CIVIL SERVICES EXAM RESULTS

The list of the 759
successful candidates for
the civil services this year
carries 30 Muslim names.
The exams were held in
September-October 2018
and results were announced
early this year. This is a bit
impressive figure as it takes
the representation to nearly
four per cent. Here are the
profiles of a few successful
candidates:

Junaid Ahmed who was
ranked third in the Civil
Services ranking this year
had secured 352nd rank last
year and had been placed in
the Indian Revenue Service
(IRS). He is an alumnus of the
Aligarh Muslim University
from where seven candidates
have made it to the list of
successfulcandidates.Besides
Junaid, those include Veer
Pratap Singh, BushraBano,
Babar Ali, Md. Hashimvivek
Kumar and Zaib.

Another successful
candidate ShahidRaza hails
from Sherghati town of
Gaya district in Bihar. He is
son of Mumtaz Ali who is a
supervisor in Bokaro steel
plant. Raza joined the civil
services coaching institute
in JamiaMillia Delhi. He
was doing his MA in West
Asian Studies in the School
of International Studies
of the Jawaharlal Nehru
University. Md. Najeeb, the
missing student of the JNU
was his hostel mate and
ShahidRaza has been an

eyewitness to ABVP’s assault
against Najeeb after which he
went missing in 2016. He has
appeared before the CBI in
this case. Raza says he would
continue to help Najeeb’s
mother FathimaNafees in
this case.

Mirza Khader Baig,a BEin
Electronics&Communication
who was ranked 336th in
the Civil Services exam this
year, hails from Davangere
in Karnataka. Son of Mirza
Ismail and Habeeba, he was
encouraged by his parents
to appear for the UPSC
competition. Following his
BE, Baig studied in France
leading to an MS Degree and
laterworked with the German
multinational company ABB.
This was his second attempt
at the civil services exam.

Mohammed Abdul
Jaleel from Kerala received
his coaching at the Zakat
Foundation  of  India’s
coaching centre in Delhi and
secured 434th rank among
the 759 candidates declared
successful this year. He is a
graduate from NIIT, Calicut.
His father worked in Dbu
Dhabi for several vyears.
He chose Political Science
and International Relations

as optional subject for the
UPSC.

Dr. Rehana Bashir, MBBS
is the first Muslim woman
who cleared IAS from
Kashmir’s Poonch district.
She comes from Salwah

village. His brother Amir
Bashir is an Indian Revenue
Service (IRS) officer. She got
the 187 All India Rank (AIR).
Speaking to newsmen in her
village, she said she would
think about improving the
conditions of schools if she
gets a posting anywhere in
the district.

Gauhar Hassan who
scored 137th rank hails from
Motihari town of Bihar.
He cleared the UPSC exam
after four  unsuccessful
bids. His primary education
was in Pusa Institute’s
Public School in Bihar and
secondary eduction from
Igra School in Motihari. He
did his engineering diploma
from JamiaMillialslamia in
Computer Scinece in 2008.
He received his coaching
in the Jamia’s Residential
Coaching Academy for the
civil services along with BE
degree even while working
in a computer company.
Though his name is found
in the list of successful
candidates  from = Zakat
Foundation of India, he said
he only attended the mock
interview in the Foundation.
He selected Urdu as one of
the subjects for the exam as
Computer Science was not
among the options. He said
there is no discrimination in
selection of candidates for
the UPSC.

JAMIA MILLIA ISLAMIA DEVELOPS ULTRASENSITIVE QUANTUM

The  thermometer can
measure micro Kelvin changes
in temperature and has quick
response time

Researchers at Jamia Millia
Islamia, New Delhi, have
developed an ultrasensitive
quantum thermometer using
graphene quantum dots. The
thermometer can precisely
measure a wide range of
temperature: 27 degree C to-196
degree C. The thermometer has
highsensitivity whenmeasuring
different temperatures and
can measure very minute
(micro Kelvin) changes in
temperature.

Sensitive device

The thermometer
developed by a team led by
Saikh S. Islam, Director of the
Centre for Nanoscience and
Nanotechnology also showed
extremely quick response time
of just about 300 milliseconds to
register a change in temperature
from 27 degree C to 196 degree
C. And the time taken to return
to its initial temperature value
was as little as about 800
milliseconds. The results of the
study were published in the
journal Nanoscale Advances.

“The thermometer showed
excellent repeatability ~with
negligible variation in sensing
response when tested for over
50 cycles during a one-year
period. The sensor was stable
and responded ultra-fast when

we tested it repeatedly,” says
Prof. Islam.

“The device can find
widespread applications

in  cryogenic  temperature
sensing. Since the sensor has
high sensitivity and ability to
measure minute changes in
temperature, it will be useful
in the pharmaceutical industry,
healthcare to measure the
incubation  temperature  of
biological cells and molecules
and the automobile industry
to measure the ignition
temperature within the engine,”
he says.

The sensor can also be
used for measuring high
temperatures up to 100 degree
C. “In the past, we have tested it
up to 300 degree C. Compared
with low temperature, the high-
temperature sensitivity is low
but it is still much higher than
currently available solidstate
thermometers in terms of
sensitivity, resolution, response
and recovery timings,” says
Poonam Sehrawat from Jamia
Millia Islamia and first author
of the paper. “Since the sensor
is stable and shows linear
sensitivity behaviour, it does
not need calibration.”

Sensor preparation

The researchers first
prepared graphene oxide and
chemically made it reduced
graphene oxide. “The physical
and chemical properties of
reduced  graphene  oxide
are very close to monolayer
graphene. So by using reduced
graphene oxide it is easy
to synthesise in large-scale
materials having properties
similar to graphene,” says Prof.
Islam. During the reduction
process, quantum dots are

formed in the graphene oxide.
The reduced graphene oxide
having quantum dots is mixed
with a ceramic (aluminium
oxide), to produce the sensor.
The sensor does not need any
encapsulation as ceramic forms
the matrix.

The reduced graphene oxide
flakes containing the quantum
dots (measuring 3-6 nanometre
in size) are dispersed in the
ceramic; the ceramic does not
interfere with the sensor
response but provides rigidity
to the film. “The graphene
oxide flakes are in contact with
each other in the composite.
So a continuous network of
current path is obtained,” he
says. The temperature sensors
were fabricated from this film
by using small piece measuring
1x1cmand depositing twosilver
electrodes to it for measuring
the sensor response.

“The synthesis process is
extremely cost effective, has
high yield and batch fabrication
is possible. One of the main
advantages is that this device
can be made to any shape and
dimension,” Prof. Islam says.

“We are working on making
a prototype of this thermometer
to be used in electronic devices,
as on-chip thermometers that
donoteven require calibrations.
We will now replicate these
achievements in single electron
transistors (SETs) to miniaturise
it for integration in integrated
circuits,” he adds. (Source : The

T.N. YET TO GET 400 CRORE FROM CENTRE FOR RTE ADMISSIONS

Government'’s request for funds for pre-school education not addressed

While applications for school admission under the Right to Education (RTE) Act, 2009 are being
received across the State for the upcoming academic year, the State government is yet to receive over
400 crore due to it from the Centre for implementing the scheme.

While the State government is seeking funds for pre-school education, as cited in Section 12 (1) (c)
of the Act, the Centre has been insisting that the State government bear the expenses for admissions to

pre-school education.

Though the State government has taken up the issue with the Centre multiple times, there has
been no favourable response. Chief Minister Edappadi K. Palaniswami, in his memorandum to Prime
Minister Narendra Modi in February 2017, raised this issue, but it is yet to be addressed, pointed out a

senior official.

For admissions made to private schools under the RTE Act during 2013-14 and 2014-15, a
reimbursement of 97 crore was released by the State government, which claimed the sum under the
Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan. But only 18 lakh was approved by the Union Ministry of Human Resource

Development.

Irrespective of the provision in the RTE Act (Section 12 (1) (c)) covering pre-school education, the
Union Ministry placing the “entire burden of reimbursement of fees for 2013-14 and 2014-15 on the
State government is contrary to law,” the memorandum stated.

The State government would have to be reimbursed a total sum of 407 crore for 3,28,910 students

under the Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan.

A senior official said: “Our State government is only asking what we are entitled to under the Act.
As per Section 7 of the Act, both the Centre and the State governments have concurrent responsibility
to provide funds to carry out the scheme.” (Source: The Hindu 29.04.2019)

JAMAAT ELECTS A NEW PRESIDENT

Syed SadathullahHussaini
is the new President (Ameer)
of the Jamaat e Islami Hind. He
waselected on April3forafour-
year term by the 157-member
Representative Council (Majlis
e Numaindagan).

An electronic engineer, he
hails from Aurangabad, but
had spent considerable part of
hislife in Hyderabad. He has
also authored a few books. At
48, he is the youngest person
ever to be elected the Ameer
of the Jamaat which has been
meticulously democratic in
its organizational structure all
through its 70 years of history.
Mr. T. Arifali is the new
General Secretary (Qayyim) of
the Jamaat while Mr. Ameenul
Hassan from Tamil Nadu and
Mohammed Jaafer from Patna
are new vice presidents.

The change at the apex has
come about after nearly 12
years when the top post was
held by Maulana Jalaluddin

Umari for three terms.

The new set of office-
bearers ismuch younger and
is expected to bring about
new changes in the policy
and performance of the JIH
which is the only cadre-based
organization with pan-Indian
presence. However archaic
the Jamaat may appear to an
external observer, given its
insistence on orthodox Islam,
theJamaatapparatusismodern
in its structure inasmuch as
democracy prevailsatalllevels
and most of the office-bearers
mainly come from modern
educational institutions, rather
than madrassas.

Tenacity

That the Jamaat has

survived in its present shape
for 70 years is a tribute
to its tenacity. Nearly all
Muslim organizations have
suffered splits latest being the
TablighiJamaat during their
course of life. Credit for the
same must go tothe Jamaat’s
structure and organization
which absorbs shocks and
accommodates  differences.
Ideology rather than
personalities have reigned
supreme. No  dynasties
can take roots within its
organization which bases
itself on altruism rather than
projection of individuals.

In a Groove

Yet there is a general
perception that the Jamaat has
entered a groove and finds it
difficult to come out of it. Its
main ideologue and founder,
Maulana Abul Ala Maudoodi,
who hailed from Aurangabad
but migrated to Lahore after
Partition, was a great organizer
but had less than adequate
exposure of the new sciences,
particularly humanities
and modern languages in
which the new scholarship
germinated. He wrote nearly
seventy books, all in Urdu, and
raised a well-knit organization
and left training modules
which tailored articulate and
devout workers. The Jamaat
has largely followed the same
ideology  despite passage
of around 40 years after his
death. The changes in the
ambience since his death
have been breathtaking due
to arrival of new technology
which essentially goes into the
organization of the society.
Exceptforabooktitled Maqasid
e Shariat by Dr. Nejatullah
Siddiqui, no new literature

has been added to the corpus
of books that crystallize the
Jamaat ideology. An average
worker of the Jamaat still takes
the aims and objectives laid
down by Maulana Maudoodi
to be the be-all and-end all of
all ideas.

Constricted Space

Though the Jamaat at one
time considered secularism,
nationalism and democracy
to be the bane of modern
civilizations, it has come to
realize the futility of opposing
them, especially now that the
rise of Hindutva is constricting
space for diversity. It is more
out of compulsion rather than
conviction. Similar is the case
of ‘composite culture’. It was
berated by the Jamaat journals
till the late 1980s. But no longer
sO.

Clerical Stranglehold

Jamaat has failed to break
free from the stranglehold of
clerics from UP and Bihar who
are unfortunately thought to
represent mainstream Islam
in India. It has towed their line
on major issues in which most
of the cleric-dominated bodies
be it the Muslim Personal law
Board, Majlis e Mushawarat,
JamiatulUlema or the Milli
Council have pursued the
reactionary path. This acts
as an albatross around the
Jamaat’s neck. Predominance
of rhetoric on ittehad (unity)
restrains them from taking a
progressive stand on issues
that are touted as central to the
Shariat. This Shariat fixation
has led the Jamaat to be part
of the crowd on issues like
Shah Bano case, Babri Masjid
and Triple Talag. While many
within the Jamaat would
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privately concede that Shariat
is not a fixed code, the Jamaat
as a whole refrains from
breaking ranks. This dilemma
however, dogs the Muslims
as a whole and few have the
guts and gumption to stand
upto the clerics who are out
to serve their vested interests
and protect their livelihoods
in a much narrower sense. One
would watchwithkeeninterest
how the Jamaat approaches
the issue of entry of women
into the mosques. Except
recycling the old literature
and postulations on Shariat,
the Jamaat has failed to offer
any new insight in the light of
the 20th-21st century context.
It is smug with satisfaction
that all that could be said
for the peace, progress and
prosperity of human society
has already been laid down
in the holy text and nothing
other than its rewording can
be attempted. This attitude of
comfort zone-living has led to
romanticisation of the past and
over-glorification of history.
It smothers innovation and

creativity.
Dichotomy

Jamaat’s stand on human
rights, gender rights, freedom
of expression etc too has been
extremely selective. It failed to
condemntheKingdomofSaudi
Arabia’s bombing of Yemen,
nor did it voice its opinion
on murder of Saudi journalist
Jamal Khashoggi inside the
Saudi consulate in Istanbul last
October. While on the issue of
Hadiya’s conversion to Islam,
itrightfully supported freedom
of religion, one failed to hear
anything on murder of Hindu
boy Ankit (in the Nangloi
village of Delhi) who was in
love of Muslim girl Shehzadi
Begumleadingtoboy’smurder
by parents and other kin of the
girl. However, such dichotomy
is commonplace among all
Muslim bodies which makes
their championing of modern
values such as human rights,
gender rights, freedom of
expression and commitment
to the Constitution less
credible. It is reflective of the

religion-based organizations
compulsions in the modern
context.

The Jamaat has taken
some steps in the field of
socio-economic welfare of the
community such as school
and hospitals. This is indeed
commendable. Its services in
rehabilitation of victims of
riots in Muzaffarnagar and
floods in Kerala won it wide
acclaim. It would need to
widen the ambit of its social
service, particularly in the
field of modern education
which is key to economic
development. One hope, the
new and young Ameer would
bring in changes that would
align the organization with the
trends of the times we live in
currently. Butmoremeaningful
participationwould urgeliving
down the old shibboleths and
contextualizing the mindset.

NOT MORE THAN 40 STUDENTS IN A CLASS, EACH PERSON TO
HAVE 10 SQFT SPACE: EDUCATION DEPARTMENT

The  department of
school education will from
the coming academic year
strictly enforce the Right to
Education Act, 2009, on the
number of children who can
be admitted in a classroom.
Officials said they will make
it compulsory for schools
to not have more than 40
children in a class.

“Itis also mandatory that
each student is provided
10 sq ft space as per the
norms. This will help them

concentrate better,” said an
official.

Stuffing more students
in classrooms will affect
teachers in  enforcing
discipline and completing
their portions early, he
added.

The RTE Act prescribes
a Pupil Teacher Ratio
(PTR) of 30:1 and 35:1 at
primary and higher classes
in every school. Guidelines
prescibed  for  school
infrastructure by the Union

ministry of human resource
development mandate
that each classroom have
a plinth area of 66 sqmt
and secondary schools
should have two additional
classrooms.

Officials said they will
inspect schools across the
state to ensure they do not
take in more students than
they can handle. (Source :

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SHUT POORLY PERFORMING COLLEGES: FORMER VCS

Say it’s time to end the vicious cycle of low admissions, poor pass percentage

Former Anna University vice-chancellors M. Anandakrishnan and E. Balagurusamy are of
the view that the State would do well to take action in closing down at least 200 engineering
colleges, as many of them are unable to attract adequate number of students and perform well
in examinations.

With students becoming more aware and exploring other options, colleges that post poor
results must voluntarily close down, said both the academics.

“Only a few colleges showed more than 50% results (pass) in the last semester examination
conducted by Anna University. Low percentage of pass only means poor infrastructure or
poor teaching. Taking this into account, I think there will be a large number of vacancies no
matter what,” Mr. Anandakrishnan said about the upcoming single-window counselling for
BE/B.Tech courses. Engineering colleges that do not want to shut down should convert to
vocational institutes, he added.

Mr. Balagurusamy believes that colleges that post single-digit pass percentage for over five
years are a fit case for closure.

‘Money power’

“Political and money power are keeping the colleges open. The University and the
Directorate of Technical Education should take care of the interest of the public and not the
management,” he said. It was time to get out of the vicious circle of low admissions, poor pass
percentage and unemployable youth, he added.

“The university and the DoTE should sit together and address the issue. They could close
under- performing colleges and admit students in other institutions with vacancies,” Mr.
Balagurusamy suggested. (Source: The Hindu 19.05.2019)

MADRAS UNIVERSITY PRESCRIBES ELIGIBILITY FOR
B.COM COURSES

The University of Madras has revised regulations for various programmes offered under
B.Com by its affiliated colleges. The revision follows after approval by the Academic Council and
the Senate.

Candidates who wish to pursue B.Com Computer Applications or B.Com Information Systems
Management in colleges affiliated to the university must have studied in Class 12, commerce,
accountancy and mathematics/statistics /business mathematics/computer science, the university
registrar said.

Candidates seeking lateral entry to B.Com, B.Com Accounting and Finance, Marketing
Management, Bank Management, Computer Application, Information System Management and
Banking and Insurance Management, should have a pass in the three-year diploma courses in
Commercial Practices, Modern Office Practices exams conducted by the Directorate of Technical
Education or an examination accepted as equivalent thereof by the University’s Syndicate, the
official further said. The revised regulations would be uploaded shortly at www.unom.ac.in, a
release said.

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SRI LANKA ATTACKS BRING TOGETHER MUSLIMS, CHRISTIANS

Muslim parliamentarians
and members of a Muslim
group in Sri Lanka have
paid a condolence visit to
the Archbishop Cardinal
Malcolm Ranyjith, following
the terror attacks in the
countrythatclaimed310lives.
According to a press release

“Both parties emphasized on
further strengthening of the
good relationship that exists
among the communities,
for the betterment of our
Motherland.”

On
Easter Sunday, at least 310
people were killed and 500
others injured when a total
of eight explosions targeted
eight different locations in
and outside Colombo, the
capital of Sri Lanka.

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NEIGHBOURHOOD SCHOOLS

Despite repeated attempts, Maneesh Garg, Joint Secretary (SE-I) of the Union Ministry of Human
Resource Development, could not be reached for a comment. State Platform for Common School System
(SPCSS) general secretary P.B. Prince Gajendra Babu insisted that the State government declare all
schools as neighbourhood schools in line with the Acharya Ramamurti Commission report in 1991.

If specific work force is appointed in government schools for maintaining hygiene level and special
teachers for teaching English language, the falling admission percentage in public schools could be
arrested, he said.

“Non-discrimination and the right to dignity of a student can be ensured only in a government
school,” he said.

While Karnataka has brought in an amendment to the effect that the RTE was applicable only in
government schools, Kerala was ensuring good percentage of admission in government schools, he
said.

available for deemed universities, it is obvious that they too have been facing the same set of problems
as Anna University’s affiliated colleges.

Course correction

Though the State has seen a reduction in the number of sanctioned seats over the past few years, the
course correction will have to continue for several years if the current situation persists, say experts.
